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Under the Green Entrepreneurial
Education Project, Ms. Shirley Yeung
from Hong Kong conducted a virtual
eco-painting workshop using
environmentally friendly materials.
Organized and facilitated by
Shehersaaz, the session encouraged
participants to express creativity while
learning about sustainable practices. 

Participants were guided through eco- friendly techniques, using
materials such as rubber plant stems to create flowers and horses,
while reflecting on the environmental impact of everyday resources.
The session enabled participants to translate sustainability into
creative practice within their own contexts.

The program fostered
community-driven involvement,
allowing stakeholders to grasp
climate challenges, recognize
vulnerabilities, and plan
collaborative interventions.

A rainwater harvesting system was installed
at Government Girls Higher Secondary
School, Dheri Hassanabad, to improve water
management and promote sustainable
practices. The system captures and stores
rainwater for daily use, reducing reliance on
external water sources while reinforcing
conservation practices within the school. 

School staff were guided on the operation and basic
maintenance of the system to ensure its effective
use. This enables the school community to practice
water conservation as part of their routines.

Shehersaaz organized a three-day training program for
Community Champions focused on media literacy, digital
storytelling, and community advocacy.

Shehersaaz’s Open Spaces project in Rawalpindi is transforming
underutilized grey areas into vibrant, functional green pockets for
communities. Over three months, 103 sites including dead spaces,
landfills, and open plots were mapped, analyzed, and categorized into
parks, schools, embankments, open spaces, parking areas,
graveyards, and disputed or public lands. Discussions with
stakeholders such as PHA, the Railway Authority, and Upscale Green
Pakistan are ongoing to bring these plans to life.

These interventions will turn
previously neglected areas into
inviting spaces where residents
can gather, relax, and connect
while improving the overall
urban environment and sense
of community ownership.

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In Dhoke Mangtal, three parks have been designed for regeneration with fenced animal zones,
community kitchen gardens, recreational areas, and sustainable infrastructure such as permeable
surfaces and biogas-powered lighting. These projects strengthen environmental resilience, encourage
active community participation, and provide accessible spaces for recreation, learning, and social
interaction. By turning previously underutilized areas into structured and usable spaces, these efforts
foster everyday community engagement and a stronger connection to the local environment.

Shehersaaz is transforming neighborhood parks into safe, inclusive, and sustainable community
spaces. Ladies Park has been completed as a 5-kanal recreational area for women and children,
featuring pathways, a jogging track, shaded seating, and diverse planting that enhances green cover
and urban biodiversity.

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Together, the organizations will
expand programs including
plantation drives, environmental
regeneration, wall murals, and
placement of emergency
response equipment.

On 4th March 2026, Shehersaaz formally signed a Memorandum of
Understanding with Rescue 1122 Rawalpindi, formalizing a
collaboration ongoing since early 2023. The partnership
strengthens community and school preparedness through first aid
and emergency response trainings, development of emergency
kits, and technical guidance for safety initiatives.

Shehersaaz provides logistical support and develops resources such as a certified Community Safety
Manual. This agreement reinforces the mission to build safe and resilient communities.

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Restoration included repainting walls and ceilings, repairing
surfaces, addressing damaged shelving, and partially
restoring lighting and fixtures. Despite delays caused by
seepage and drying constraints, the project was completed
within a month-long timeline. The upgraded laboratory now
provides an improved and functional learning environment
while preserving the building’s historic character.

Shehersaaz undertook the upgradation of Faiz ul Islam, a
170-year-old historic school located in Raja Bazaar
Rawalpindi, to enhance safety, functionality, and inclusivity.
The intervention focused on rehabilitating the ground floor
Chemistry Lab, which was in a deteriorated and non-
functional state due to damage, prior external use, and lack
of maintenance.

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Building on its work under the PROGRESSIVE initiatives, Shehersaaz has launched Naya Safar, a one-year
project at SOS Children’s Village, GT Road, Rawalpindi, sponsored by S&P Global. The initiative aims to
help strengthen the facility as a safe, inclusive, resilient, and sustainable living and learning space for
children and caregivers.

The project formally commenced with
an inaugural event held on 8th March
2026, where Shehersaaz marked the
beginning of Naya Safar: A Journey of
Hope, Growth and Resilience through
an Iftar gathering at SOS Children’s
Home. The event brought together
children, foster mothers, partners, and
volunteers, reflecting a shared
commitment to care, connection, and
collective action.

The initiative also marks an important new direction for Shehersaaz through the introduction of
emotional wellbeing and support for children and foster mothers. Art/cultural therapy is being
introduced to encourage self-expression and critical thinking. In addition, an operational framework with
weekly activity schedules will be developed to support the smooth and organized implementation of
activities.

At the end of one year, the initiative is expected to
contribute to improved emotional resilience among
children, stronger relationships between caregivers and
children, greater adoption of eco-friendly practices, and
increased confidence and leadership among participants.
In this way, Naya Safar reflects Shehersaaz’s growing
commitment to integrated interventions that support
wellbeing, resilience, and positive development.
